Submission Guidelines for Chemical Reagents
Chemical Reagents is a scientific and technological journal approved for public distribution by the National Science and Technology Commission and the National Press and Publication Administration. It is a professional publication focused on chemical reagents and related fields. The journal aims to report the latest research advances, theoretical knowledge, scientific achievements, technical experiences, synthesis, separation, and purification of new products in the fields of chemical reagents, fine chemicals, specialty chemicals, and related areas. It also covers various analytical and testing technologies, analytical instruments, and industry trends, providing timely updates on the development levels both domestically and internationally. The target readers include researchers, corporate technical personnel, and students from colleges and universities.
The journal now operates an online submission system, which integrates manuscript submission, tracking, peer review, and revision. When submitting, you need to register on the official submission website (https://hxsj.cbpt.cnki.net) using your real name, and then submit your manuscript according to the system requirements. Detailed instructions for using the system are available on the site. Please carefully read the journal’s detailed manuscript requirements below. 

To ensure your manuscript is considered for publication, the article format must strictly follow the “Manuscript Template” available in the Download Center on the journal’s website (Word document).
1. Manuscript Content
1.1 Reviews and commentaries on the latest developments in chemical reagents (inorganic reagents, organic reagents, analytical reagents, clinical diagnostic reagents, biochemical reagents, etc.), fine chemicals, and specialty chemicals.
1.2 Research achievements on the structure, properties, preparation, and applications of chemical reagents, fine chemicals, and specialty chemicals.
1.3 New products, new technologies, new processes, new materials, and new equipment related to chemical reagents, fine chemicals, and specialty chemicals.
1.4 New analytical methods and applications of new analytical instruments.
2. Main Columns and Requirements
The journal includes the following columns: Special Topics, Reviews and Monographs, Analysis and Testing, Separation and Extraction Techniques, Standard Substances and Reference Materials, Synthesis and Process Technology, Biochemical and Pharmaceutical Reagents, Functional Materials, Electrochemistry and New Energy, Electronic Chemicals, and Chemicals and Environment.
1）Special Topics
Focus on current research hotspots in the industry or outstanding innovations in a specific field. Manuscripts should be highly innovative, of significant research value, academically advanced at the national level, and demonstrate strong scientific and practical relevance.
2）Biochemical and Pharmaceutical Reagents
Reports research progress and achievements in new directions, including biomaterials, anticancer drugs, diagnostic reagents, and biochemical reagents.
3）Functional Materials
Covers research progress on photocatalytic materials, fluorescent probes, crystal complexes, adsorption materials, nanomaterials, and related fields
4）Electrochemistry and New Energy
Focuses on technological innovations in energy catalysis and storage electrochemistry, environmental catalytic electrochemistry, electrode material preparation, electrochemical sensing, and biomass energy conversion and utilization.
5）Electronic Chemicals
Reports on specialty chemicals commonly used in the electronics industry, including high-purity reagents, specialty gases, electroplating chemicals, PCB chemicals, and related innovations.
6）Chemicals and Environment
Covers research on chemical applications related to the environment, including detection of chemicals in air, soil, water, and food.
7）Reviews and Monographs
Reviews and comments on research achievements, latest progress, and future prospects in applications of chemical reagents, fine chemicals, specialty chemicals, and green chemicals.
8）Analysis and Testing
Reports new technologies and processes in analytical methods, instrument detection, and component analysis.
9）Standard Substances and Reference Materials
Covers preparation processes and development status of standard substances and reference materials, as well as purity analysis and evaluation of standard substances.
10）Separation and Extraction Techniques
Focuses on separation and extraction techniques related to component analysis of natural products, fine chemicals, and chemical reagents.
11）Synthesis and Process Technology
Reports new achievements, products, technologies, and processes related to the production and development of chemical reagents, fine chemicals, and specialty chemicals.


3 Manuscript Requirements
3.1 The authors must first ensure that: the authorship is undisputed; the content is not confidential and can be publicly published; the manuscript is not submitted simultaneously to other journals; and it meets the basic requirements for publication of scientific research papers.

3.2 After the manuscript passes the preliminary review by the editorial office, an electronic copy of a cover letter issued by the relevant department of the authors’ affiliation, stamped with the official seal, must be sent to webmaster@chinareagent.com.cn. Manuscripts without a cover letter will not be sent for peer review.
3.3 The journal only accepts manuscripts prepared in Word format, with a total word count of 5,000–8,000 words. The document name must not contain quotation marks or special symbols; otherwise, the manuscript cannot be uploaded. Manuscripts not formatted according to the journal’s requirements will not be reviewed.
3.4 The title should be concise, specific, and precise. The Chinese title should not exceed 20 characters and should avoid using non-standard abbreviations. The English title should correspond in meaning to the Chinese title and generally contain no more than 10 substantive words.

3.5 Below the title, list the authors, their affiliations, and postal codes, and indicate the corresponding author with an asterisk (*) next to their name. In a footnote on the first page, provide a brief introduction of the first author, including the author’s name (year of birth–), gender, place of origin (province and city), degree, professional title, main research direction; funding sources and project numbers; and the corresponding author and their email address.

3.6 The abstract should include the purpose, methods, results, and conclusions of the study. The structure should be rigorous, expression concise, and word count 200–300. The English abstract and keywords must correspond to the Chinese abstract and keywords.

3.7 Keywords: list 5–8 keywords. Place the Chinese keywords after the Chinese abstract and the English keywords after the English abstract. Keywords in Chinese and English should correspond one-to-one. Use standardized terms, e.g., from the Chinese Subject Headings. All English keywords should be in lowercase (except for personal names, abbreviations, etc.), separated by semicolons, with no punctuation at the end.
3.8 Chinese Library Classification numbers should follow the Chinese Library Classification (4th Edition). If an article involves multiple disciplines, 1–3 related subject classification numbers can be added after the main classification number; do not include English classification numbers.

3.9 The main text should closely relate to the topic, have a rigorous structure, clear hierarchy, and highlight key points with reliable data. The writing should be concise and fluent, with correct punctuation. Section headings must be numbered consecutively using Arabic numerals; numbers at different levels are separated by periods, and the last number is not followed by punctuation (e.g., “1”, “1.1”). All numbering should be left-aligned, with a one-character space before the heading. Headings should not appear at the bottom of a page.

3.10 Terminology, symbols, and abbreviations must follow standards and be consistent throughout. Quantities and units must conform to the National Standards of the People’s Republic of China. Symbols for physical quantities must be in italics, while unit symbols and prefixes in upright type. Common SI units: Length: nm, μm, mm, cm, m, km (do not use mile, yd, chi, cun, etc.); Mass: μg, mg, g, kg, t (do not use pound, metric ton, etc.); Area: m², mm², hm² (do not use mu, etc.); Force: N (do not use kgf, tf, dyn, etc.); Pressure: Pa (do not use kgf/cm², atm, mmHg, mmH₂O, etc.);  Energy: J (do not use cal, erg, etc.); Power: W (do not use hp, etc.); Time: s, min, h; Amount of substance: mol (do not use gram-molecule, etc.); Concentration (amount of substance per unit volume): mol/L, mol/m³ (do not use molar concentration M, equivalent concentration N, ppm, ppb, etc.); Compound units, e.g., rotational speed: r/min (do not use rpm, etc.)
3.11 Chemical structures must be accurate, clearly written, and easy to recognize.

3.12 Figures and tables must have Chinese and English captions and numbering. Figures and tables should be concise and correspond to the text.

3.13 References should be mainly recent and significant; unpublished works are generally not included. Specific formats should follow the submission template.
3.14 Manuscripts must not be submitted simultaneously to other journals. If found, the journal will reject any manuscripts from the first author and the corresponding author on this paper for two years.

4. Manuscript Handling Procedures

4.1 For newly submitted manuscripts, the system will automatically assign a manuscript number upon successful online submission. When contacting the editorial office in the future, authors must indicate this manuscript number.
4.2 Under normal circumstances, the review decision will be provided within one month from the date the electronic cover letter is received. The revision period is generally no more than 30 days. If the author fails to contact the editor within this period to explain the situation, the manuscript will be considered rejected. Any delays in the publication process due to the author’s reasons are the responsibility of the author. Authors are encouraged to log in to the website at any time to check the status of their manuscript; the editorial office generally will not send additional notifications.
4.3 Authors will be notified by email of acceptance and requested to pay the publication fee. When paying the fee, authors must fill in the required information in detail. The manuscript will not be scheduled for publication until the fee is received.
4.4 Accepted manuscripts, after editorial revision and typesetting, will be sent to the authors for proofing. Authors should carefully check the proofs, especially figures and tables. Once the proofs are confirmed, no further modifications can be made. Printing proceeds after author confirmation, and the authors are responsible for the content.
4.5 After publication, the editorial office will send the author the remuneration and a copy of the journal in accordance with national regulations.
